General Description:
Under the direction of the High-Performance Director (HPD), the Physiotherapist shall be responsible to ensure the optimum injury prevention, rehabilitation and availability of National Team athletes to prepare and succeed in International competition. Together with the HPD and other key high-performance staff, the Physiotherapist will support and drive cultural expectations within the program and deliver vital high-performance programming elements in line with the program objective of Podium at the Paralympic Games. The Physiotherapist shall adopt an equitable values-based approach that complies with the Canadian Blind Sports Association codes of conduct. 

Specific Roles & Responsibilities:
1. Delivery of therapy services: 
· Take full responsibility and accountability for the delivery of therapy services to athletes;

· Ensure athletes receive the highest standard of evidence-based medical services, prehabilitation and rehabilitation advice and support, and;
· Facilitate new athlete intake medicals and medical administration in collaboration with

HPD, including Concussion Baselines etc.
2. Camps & Competition: 
· Attend National Team training sessions and camps, providing court support through a variety of therapy techniques;
· Provide clinical assessment and treatment, which may require evenings or weekends as required during international competition, and;
· Ensure all medical stock/packing and supplies are accounted for.
3. Athlete Monitoring & Evaluation: 
· Maintain comprehensive athlete reporting; 

· Undertake ongoing tracking of team medical status, injury surveillance studies and recovery histories;
· Contribute to the development of HP plans, tools such as Individual Performance Plans and Podium Pathway, and other documentation such as the athlete assistance program as required;

· Contribute to event, and program debriefs as necessary, and;

· Complete concussion baseline testing. 
4. Work as part of an integrated support team:
· Ensure that the HPD and Head Coach are briefed on the injury status of athletes; in consultation with the Strength and Conditioning coach, and 
· Ensure there is an aligned treatment and rehabilitation program for injured athletes.
General Roles & Responsibilities:
· Treat all athletes with respect, communicating in a positive constructive manner
· Represent the team in a professional manner at all times
· Project an exemplary model of performance excellence, conduct and sportsmanship to all athletes and staff
· Guarantee a safe, equitable, positive, and encouraging environment for all athletes to excel
· Demonstrate sensitivity to athletes mental and physical well being by actively encouraging and facilitating available support services
